	How will you hook students at the beginning of the unit? (motivational set)

	Students will be posed with the question of “what are children’s rights?”  Students will be given a graphic organizer (KWL chart) to help show their understanding at the beginning of the unit.  After a brief discussion, students will be shown the short video “The story of human rights” on the smart board.  Students will be encouraged to revisit their KWL chart after viewing the video.



	What events will help students experience and explore the enduring understandings and essential questions in the unit?  How will you equip them with needed skills and knowledge?  How will you organize and sequence the learning activities to optimize the engagement and achievement of all students?

	· Lesson 1: Introduction
Students will be asked what they think a “right” is.  Who has rights and why do we have them?

· Lesson 3: Smartboard Powerpoint
Begin by asking “what is a right?”

Discuss slides 7 – 12
Students will continue to write down key points from the slides

· Lesson 4: Smartboard Powerpoint
Discuss ideas from previous lesson
Discuss slides 13 – 18 and have students write down key points.
· Lesson 5: Smartboard Powerpoint
Review from previous lesson

Discuss slides 19 – 22

Students will write down key points from slides.

· Lesson 6: KWL chart

Pose the question: What would happen to children if there wasn’t children’s rights? – class discussion

Fill in KWL chart for what the students have learned about chilldren’s rights.

· Lesson 7: What if? - chart
Have the students imagine their world without human rights.  How would their lives be different than what they are right now?  Have students work in groups of 2 – 4 to create a T-chart of With Rights and Without Rights.  Encourage students to use notes that they have taken from class to help them make their points.  Have student groups present their differences to the class.  

· Lesson 8: What if? – Drawing

Students will choose a children’s right scenario.  They will have to use pictures and words to describe what the scenario would look like with children’s rights and without rights.  Drawings will be posted in the classroom and students will do a gallery walk at the end of class.

· Lesson 9: Unit test

Students will be tested on what they have learned from the unit.
